Promocijas darba "Runataju maina vacu un latvieSu televizijas politisko
diskusiju raidijumos" analizéti fiks€ti spontani mutvardu teksti divas dazadas
plassazinu lidzeklu kultiiras. ST promocijas darba mérkis ir noteikt, kadas lidzibas un
atSkiribas pastav latvieSu un vacu politisko televizijas raidijjumu dalibnieku runataju
maina un ka komunikacijas dalibnieku pieredze uzstaties televizijas kameru prieksa
ietekme spontanas sarunas dinamiku, t. sk. runataju mainu. Darba ir analizeti divi vacu
un divi latvieSu politiskie raidijumi. Darbs galvenokart balstits lingvistiskas sarunas
analizes atzinas. Petljjuma pamata ir atzinums, ka runataju maina ir svariga mutvardu

diskursa iezime, kuras izpete lauj raksturot runataju mijiedarbibu.

ANNOTATION

The doctoral thesis "TURN-TAKING IN POLITICAL DISCUSSION
BROADCASTS OF GERMAN AND LATVIAN TALKSHOWS" analyses recorded
spontaneous speech in two different mass media cultures. The aim of the doctoral thesis
is to identify similarities and differences in the systems of turn-taking in Latvian and
German political TV broadcasts as well as to determine the impact of the participants’
previous experience in speaking in front of TV cameras on the dynamics of spontaneous
conversation, including turn-taking. The thesis analyses two German and two Latvian
political broadcasts, and the analysis is grounded in findings of linguistic conversation
analysis. The research is based on the idea that turn-taking is an important feature of

spoken discourse, and its study allows to characterise speakers’ interaction.
